CHUA NHAT LE LA 10-04-2022

FROM OUR PASTOR LOI MUC TU

Today is Palm (Passion) Sunday, the most sacred
week of the liturgical year, through it we celebrate
the Paschal Mystery of Jesus Christ. We remember
Jesus' victory entered into Jerusalem as the Mes-
siah, the Savior of the world. We are making
ourselves a personal commitment, proclaiming
Jesus is the One who comes in the name of the Lord
to bring us a new life. Today we hear the Gospel of
Matthew, which presents Jesus as the new Moses
who brings about a new covenant, the promise of
salvation.

The Holy Thursday with the celebration of the
Triduum (the Three Days), today's liturgy empha-
sizes to the first Passover meal before directing our
attention to what Jesus said at the last Super. John's
Gospel highlights Jesus washed the feet of his disci-
ples as an expression of the great commandment at
the heart of Christian's identity in the world, “Love
one another as I have loved you” (Jn 13:34). We
also celebrate the institution of the sacrament of the
Holy Orders , a life of service to God's people and
his holy Church.

The Good Friday. In the John's Gospel, the death
of Jesus Christ is the hour of glory, the enthrone-
ment of Jesus on the cross as the King. Jesus is in
control of his destiny by saying that his kingdom is
not of this world, and his reign is not about domina-
tion but truth. When the time of his dying Jesus an-
nounces, “It is finished” (Jn 19:30). Our response
to this Gospel is to venerate the cross as the tree of
life, the instrument of our salvation.

Easter Vigil Celebration. Tonight after lightning
the new fire and listening to the great Easter hymn
(Exultes) of exaltation and joy. We will be listening
several readings of God's actions in the world from
the beginning of time of creation till God raises Je-
sus from the dead. Tonight the Church will baptize
new members, and we will recommit ourselves by
baptismal promises. The climax of the Paschal Mys-
tery is the Christ's saving death and resurrection, and
the community of faith we joyfully sing: Alleluia!
